Year 11 have now finished working on coursework in lessons and the GCSE exam
paper was handed out during the first art lesson on Tuesday 7 January. The exam
project will be taught in lessons and will culminate with a 10 hour exam in May over
two days. Students must now fully focus on working on the exam project in and
out of lessons; they should spend at least one hour a week on homework on their
art exam preparation. This project forms 40% of students’ art GCSE grade.
