Miss Richards All years Important:  Covid-19 onsite testing in September
We have been informed by the Department for Education that we are
expected to implement on site Covid-19 testing once again. Each student will
be asked to complete two tests, 3-5 days apart upon their return. Testing will
be carried out by students and supervised by a trained adult. Due to this, we
will begin the year with a staggered re-opening to ensure that we can test
students on their return. We will share details of the staggered start shortly.

To ensure that we have up-to-date consent records, we are asking for your
consent for these tests to be carried out. Even if you provided consent in
March, please indicate here again whether you consent to these lateral flow
tests being completed on school site in September. Please fill out one form
per child.
