Russia’s invasion of Ukraine is distressing and concerning. Our students have
many questions about the unfolding events and are seeking reassurance.
Therefore at the start of term, we gathered together in a whole school
assembly and talked about the war. Part of this assembly focussed on
encouraging students to consider whether the images they are seeing and
stories they are reading are genuine. We know that misinformation and
disinformation is prevalent on social media and can add to a sense of anxiety.
We will continue to talk to our students about the war in Ukraine and give
them space to ask questions. We are being guided by this publication from the
Department of Education that gives guidance to schools and families that you
may find helpful in your discussions with your children at home.
